2015 – 2016 SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS (SAP) APPEAL FORM
Federal regulations require students to maintain Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) in three areas (Cumulative GPA, Cumulative Hours Earned, and Maximum Time Limit) to be eligible for financial aid.
